Literacy lessons comprise of experience days and sentences stacking lessons. The experience days immerse children in the unit, theme or genre that they are learning about and serve to engage the children in their writing whilst providing opportunities that may otherwise be taken for granted such as a library visit, party, woodland walk. The lessons focus on a key class text or video that the children become very familiar with. They write the words to go with the narrative and become authors themselves. These lessons build up and provide the children with the skills and experience to have a go at their own independent writing. This may be writing within the same genre, replicating the main themes of the text or continuing with the plot. At times, the focus text will have links to other subject areas being delivered, complimenting, reinforcing and strengthening the overall learning across a wider range of subjects. However, we also aim to expose the children to high quality texts that both stretch their imagination and skills. 
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
