The information in this letter will help you to support your child in making progress with their reading. 
During the week at school, children are taught in their progress group and learn to orally blend, learn to read and write new sounds or review previously learnt sounds. Once the children can confidently recognise sounds, they blend them to read words. 
In your child’s book bag, they will bring home:

A Group - sound cards and picture books. Review the sounds which have been taught and encourage your child to tell you the story using the pictures, predicting what might happen next. This will build vocabulary and give them confidence in their story-telling.

B and C Groups – sound cards and blending books. Review the sounds cards and read the blending books together. Encourage your child to ‘Fred Talk’ each word as they blend the sounds together ie p-e-n, pen. 
All children will bring home library books which they have chosen themselves to share and enjoy together and which are not matched to their reading level. You can read the story to them, or they can re-tell the story by looking at the pictures. They are not expected to read the story themselves.
In addition to the above, outside your child’s classroom door, you have access to a lending library basket of books for you to select from and return as and when you choose. This is in addition to the weekly library slots.
