HOUSE WRITING COMPETITION
The House Council are running a House Writing Competition for children from Year 2 to Year 6. The closing date for entries is Friday 6 December.
The best pieces of writing will also be submitted to this year’s Rotary Young Writer Competition, regional heats. 
The writing must be based on the theme ‘Wonderful Water’ and be no more than 550 words. No pictures or drawings can be submitted with the writing. The piece of writing can be creative and imaginative, non-fiction or fiction. It could be any style of writing apart from poetry – a short story, a long piece of description, a dialogue or reflection, a piece used to make someone think or to argue about a certain point of view.  The writing can be handwritten or typed and must be legible. Your child’s name and class must be clearly written or printed on the entry.  It is hoped that children, whilst supported, will be completing this work independently.
Our school Literacy Leader will be judging the House Competition, with a medal awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place for each year group or phase (depending on how many entries are submitted). House Points will be added to House Totals for all entries submitted and 50 points awarded for finalists, 1st to 3rd. 
Entrants of writing that will be submitted to the Rotary Young Writer Competition will be notified and an additional form completed to accompany the entry. Finalists chosen from the regional heats will then have their writing submitted to the District Finals. Further details will be given out to entrants that have been selected for this competition. 
The judging criterion for the competition is:
· Imagination relevant to the subject

· The ability to engage interest

· The ability to be consistent in the power of argument

· Relevance to the theme
We very much hope your child will enjoy taking part in this new and exciting competition and look forward to receiving their written pieces.
