MUSIC CONCERT OF FILM SCORES – BIRMINGHAM SYMPHONY HALL ON 24 NOVEMBER 2024
As part of our music provision, we would like to offer the experience of seeing a world class orchestra play live music in a world class venue. 

The City Of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra (CBSO) will be playing a concert of film music, including hits from Frozen, Harry Potter, Star Wars and more at the world-renowned Birmingham Symphony Hall on Sunday 24 November at 1500.

We have booked a bus to transport children to the concert leaving school at 1100 on 24 November.  We aim to be back at school by about 1800, depending on traffic.  If we are running late, we will send parents a text by Parentmail so please ensure your push notifications are turned on and that we have your current mobile number registered on Parentmail. Further information will follow but lunch, snacks and a water bottle will need to be provided, even if your child is eligible for Free School Meals as the trip is on a Sunday and our school kitchen will be closed.
Tickets for this concert are heavily subsided and we are pleased that the PTFA has also agreed to help contribute to the costs of transportation.  However, this still only represents a small proportion of the overall cost, which will incur a significant cost to the school. We are therefore requesting a contribution of £5 per child to help towards to costs. 
We have 44 places available and are therefore proposing to offer the trip first to our Y6 pupils.  If we have more than 44 requests for places, we will draw names at random from a hat and retain a waiting list.  If we have fewer than 44 expressions of interest, we will offer the trip to our Y5 pupils.

If your child would like to attend, please complete the Parentmail Form.  Booking for Y6 children will close at 0900 on Thursday 14 November 2024.  Payment of the £5 will then be requested but we will be able to offer remissions to children on Free School Meals or Pupil Premium on request.  As this trip is entirely voluntary, is extra-curricular and running outside school hours, it will require a contribution of £5, for those not entitled to a remittance.
We are very pleased to be able to offer this experience and look forward to listening to some fantastic live music. This is the first time we have run this trip, and we have no idea how popular it will be.  It is, however, a wonderful opportunity and we are hoping to run it annually if is successful.
