HOUSEHOLD SUPPORT FUND – CHRISTMAS 2024
Lincolnshire County Council has advised that, under the Government’s Household Support Fund, a voucher payment of £100 should be made to all parents whose children are eligible for Free School Meals as at today.  This sum is to support communities with the provision of food, clothing and utilities over the Christmas period.  
If your child is eligible for Free School Meals as at today, you will be allocated a £100 voucher.  This voucher is not available to parents of all children in FS-Y2 who qualify for Universal Infant Free School Meals, which is a different scheme. Please note that these vouchers are for spending at allocated supermarkets and are different to the vouchers for Holiday, Activities & Food (HAF) Club vouchers.  Details of the Christmas HAF Club have already been sent to eligible families and booking has already opened for this.
We anticipate that vouchers will be sent to you during the week commencing Monday 2 December 2024.  You will receive one voucher per eligible child, so if you have three children, you will receive three vouchers. The vouchers will be issued via www.schoolvouchers.com.  The voucher will be sent to your email address so please look out for it arriving, and ensure it is spent by the end of the holidays if possible.  If you need help collecting your vouchers you can visit the link below, or email support@evouchers.com.

For all families or individuals who are in need and who may require additional support with food and bills (such as energy bills) the local authority will continue to work with organisations such as the Citizens’ Advice Bureau (CAB). Our Pastoral Team is also available to help you during term time with such matters, but during the school holidays, I would suggest that you contact the CAB on 03444 111444, your local authority on 01522 782030 or a foodbank via www.lincolnfoodpartnership.org.  For parents living in Stamford, George’s Food Hub is available at local primary schools on most weekdays, including here on Wednesdays between 1445 and 1615, and Second Helpings at Barn Hill Methodist Church also has a pantry with food available for collection, and hot meals on a ‘pay as you feel’ basis on Saturdays. There is also a new scheme called ‘The Bread & Butter Thing’ which is based at Christchurch, Green Lane, Stamford.
