Further to my previous letters, I have some updated final information for you regarding our forthcoming trip to Birmingham:

· The school will not be open before or after the trip so please ensure your children have visited the toilet before leaving home.

· Please arrive at the layby at the front of school by 1115 as we need to check everyone on board to leave by 1130.

· On arrival, we will have time to visit the toilets and have something to eat before the concert begins so please ensure you have packed sufficient food into a small lunchbox for your child.  We are a member of the Healthy Schools Scheme so would request that the snacks provided are nourishing and healthy and not too sugary!

· Please ensure your child has drinks for the day, but as it is a long journey, we would request no fizzy drinks which are diuretics.

· Please ensure your child has a reading book, quiz book (or something similar!), to entertain them on the journey and if we have any periods of waiting before the concert begins.

· A reminder that your child should not take any form of technology with them, (phones etc not necessary!).

· If the bus is running late or early on the way home, we will send an SMS via Parentmail so please have your phones with you and ensure push messages are activated in Parentmail.

· It would be helpful if your child’s coat, lunchbox, snacks and books/pens etc are all packed into a small rucksack to save individual items being carried and potentially lost.

· If your child requires an inhaler,  AAI or other medication, please bring this with you on Sunday morning, clearly labelled with your child’s name and hand it to Mr Cox. If your child needs travel medication for the return journey, please put a single dose into a named envelope with the time the medication should be given.
