	Use a range of movements to create marks such as continuous lines, shapes and closed circles and begin to represent people, objects or events.  

Understand to wipe glue spreader and paint brush to remove excess.

Begin to construct with a purpose in mind and talk about what they have created. 
















Confidently construct with an purpose in mind and talk about what they have created in construction and junk modelling by sharing with peers.  

Explore transient art outside and create a gallery to showcase their designs to others and talk about likes and dislikes. 

Use tape and glue to join junk modelling constructions. 

Name Primary colours and select colours for a purpose. And experiment with colour and texture to create individual pieces and group collaborative work. 

To create collages and transient art inspired by Megan Coyle and Andy Goldworthy. 

Explore loose parts to develop storylines in play. 











Begin to plan their builds and talk about the purpose and reasons before commencing construction.

Revisit Use tape and glue to join junk modelling constructions. 

Explore clay and safely use tools to manipulate the clay and achieve planned effects. Plan and then create.

Experiment with and handle different sized paintbrushes and use effectively to create the desired effect. 

Explore loose parts to create scenes for storytelling and role play.   

Revisit primary colours and then see what happens when colours are mixed. Name secondary colours.
