Spring 1

Better understand the past through characters, settings and events encountered in stories. (Vincent Van Gogh)











Spring 2

Comment on images of familiar situations in the past. (Stamford buildings – then and now. Enrich home corner with older resources).

Talk about the lives of people around them and their roles in society. People Who Help Us.

· I can talk about how my home differs from homes in the past.
· I can observe and discuss buildings in Stamford.

















Summer 1

Observe and discuss changes over time (plant and animal life cycles). 
· Revisit human life cycle/history (How have our parents/grandparents changed over time). 

· I can observe and talk about how a seed/plant changes over time
·  I can observe and talk about how a caterpillar changes over time


Summer 2


Compare and contrast figures from the past – (David Attenborough). 

Organise events using basic chronology, recognising things that happened before they were born., 
(David Attenborough’s birth)

· I know that some stories have been around for a long time and that some are new.
	Autumn 1
All about me:
· Discussing our families, recounting fun family experiences in our past.
· Talk about who is in our own family and how they are related 
· Noticing the differences in our development as we grow and get older. Look at baby photos. How have we changed?
· Looking at how we have changed since we were babies. What can we do now that we couldn’t do then? Look at and talk about baby photos 
· Display photos of the class as babies in the home corner to discuss 
· Talking about our families at home and drawing out in our family portraits.
· Introduce babies into the home corner after a couple of weeks. Prepare for the babies’ arrival, thinking about what babies need. 
· Create a class timeline 
· Introduce a toy/artefact from the past to the role play
· Play music from the past and discuss

Sparkly Celebrations

· Discuss how we celebrate special times with our own families – based on previous experiences.
· Learn about why we celebrate Remembrance Day and wear a poppy 
· Learn the Nativity story – discuss relevance to the past
· Play music from the past and discuss

	National Curriculum Year 1

Pupils should develop an awareness of the past, using common words and phrases relating to the passing of time.
They should know where the people and events they study fit within a chronological framework and identify 
similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods. They should use a wide vocabulary of 
everyday historical terms. They should ask and answer questions, choosing and using parts of stories and other 
sources to show that they know and understand some of the ways in which we find out about the past and identify 
different ways in which it is represented. 
Changes within living memory. Where appropriate, these should be used to reveal aspects of change in national life.

Events beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally (for example, the Great Fire of London, the first aeroplane flight or events commemorated through festivals or anniversaries).


The lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Some should be used to compare aspects of life in different periods. (For example, Elizabeth I and Queen Victoria, Christopher Columbus and Neil Armstrong, William Caxton and Tim Berners-Lee, Pieter Bruegel the Elder and LS Lowry, Rosa Parks and Emily Davison, Mary Seacole and/or Florence Nightingale and Edith Cavell.)

Significant historical events, people, places in their own locality
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
