	Reception:
· Explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups
· Listen attentively, move to and talk about music, expressing their feelings and responses.
· Watch and talk about dance and performance art, expressing their feelings and responses.
· Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody.
· Develop storylines in their pretend play.

Take on a familiar role in their play and act out a familiar narrative.
































Learn new songs and sing in a group or individually following a melody to perform Christmas songs to an audience. 

Introduce children to different kinds of music from across the world, including traditional UK music.  Children listen attentively, move to and talk about music. 

Attend a live performance (Diawli dance workshop) and explore moving in time to the music and to replicate choreographed traditional dances. 

Act out narratives in role play relating to classroom teaching such as festivals and celebrations. 

Recount narratives and stories with peers or teacher.

Attend a live performance – storyteller.























Revisit previously taught songs as a class (song basket) for children to perform individually to an audience.

Invite musicians in to play music.  Children to speak about their feelings and responses to music. 

Engage with call and response songs, by matching pitch and melody. 

Learn and perform poetry, songs and stories with others. 

Confidently recount familiar narratives and stories with peers or teacher.
