Theme Special People 
Key Question: What Makes People Special?
Religions: Christianity


· Introduce Bertie the Owl
· Discuss photographs of activities that families might do at home. Act out the activities and discuss how they make us unique and feel special
· Circle time – choose a name from a bag and then say something about that person that makes them special. 
· Everyone is special for different reasons and it is okay to be different.
· Learn about what a role model is. Who would be your role model and why?
· Draw someone from within school who could be a role model for us (link to people who help us)
· Look at pictures of Jesus and assess what the children already know about Him 
· Read the story of Jesus healing the paralyzed man.
· Read the story of Jesus healing the blind man Bartimaeus
· Learn about how Christians see Jesus as a role model
· Discuss our ‘rules’ in FS or at home. Why are they important? Link to Moses and the 10 Commandments

Sparkly Celebrations

Theme Christmas 
Key Question: What  is Christmas?
Religions: Christianity
Christian Concept: Incarnation

· Learn about why Diwali is a special time for Hindus and Sikhs. Make Diva lamps, learn Indian dancing, try on special clothes 


· Giving – Think about why we give presents. Think of presents for a new baby. Sort possible presents and discuss.
· Saying thank you – Receive a thank you letter for the baby gifts. Think about how a present makes you feel and why we say thank you 
· A Christmas Story – Tell the Christmas story and use Christmas cards to show the different parts of the story. Retell the story using the cards. Introduce lighting a candle during our special RE time
· The Shepherds – Focus on the part of the Christmas Story with the Shepherds in. Read Bible excerpt and act out the story. 
· The Wise Men – Significant of gifts, journey they took, why do Christians feel he was a special baby?
· Venn diagram – discuss Christmas. Do we celebrate the same way? Christian and non-Christian Christmas’s.
