Dear Parents of Selected Y5/6 Children
AFTER-SCHOOL FOOTBALL CLUB – EVERY THURSDAY SPRING TERMS 1&2
As usual, the school will be entering the local mixed football league tournaments held at the end of the spring terms. The children chosen to join the team, and join the training sessions, will be those who have played in our football teams previously and older Y6 children for whom this will be the last opportunity to play for and represent the school.
The club will start at 1510 and end at 1600 every Thursday, on the field, to be run by Mr Keenan and Mr Kavanagh. The first day of the club will be Thursday 9 January 2025.  There will be no charge for this club.  If the weather is not fit for training, the club will still run but will be inside and will cover football theory such as team tactics etc.  Once the league matches start, different children will be chosen for each match and letters for these children will be sent out on Friday for matches the following Thursdays.  On match days, collection may be slightly later, around 1630, depending on whether the game is home or away.
At the end of the school day, the children should make their way to the Y5/6 cloakroom where Mr Keenan and Mrs Kavanagh will be waiting for them.  Collection will be from the area near the staff car park gate for training and home matches but from the front of school on away match days.

Children attending the club should wear PE kit for the day even if it is not their usual PE day.  They should bring their (named) football boots in a carrier bag.  Metal studs are not allowed, and children should wear moulded base boots.  All children should have shin pads.  The children should also have with them water bottles (which can be filled at the end of the day from a water fountain or drinking water tap) and a snack.  

Inhalers and AAIs will be brought from class to the field if any children attending the club require them.  If your child requires any other medication after school, please contact the school office to arrange this.
This letter is for information only; match and training letters will be sent out to the selected children every Friday next term, for the training/matches on the following Thursday.
