DUOLINGO CHALLENGE

The House Councillors would like to give our children an opportunity to learn a language other than French. Last year, we took part in the Eurotalk Challenge, which the House Councillors thought was very difficult. This year, they have sourced an easier program called ‘Duolingo For Schools’.

This program is the same as the Duolingo for personal use, and can be used for free to learn lots of different languages.  Children earn gems for doing well and practising their chosen language, which can be spent in a virtual shop. Children also progress through stages which are marked on Duolingo and they can access a leaderboard within each class which is set up on the system.  The House Councillors will be setting up a classroom for each House, so that the different Houses can compete when learning a language.
