Your child has been selected to represent Malcolm Sargent Primary School in the County Finals Year 5/6 Girls’ Football Tournament, following trials, after-school training sessions and previous tournaments
The tournament will take place at King Edward VI Grammar School in their sports hall. Louth, Crowtree Lane, LN11 9LL on Friday 31 January. We are planning to leave Malcolm Sargent at 0930 and should be back at school by 1730. 
This tournament is inside a sports hall so all players will NOT be able to wear football boots; they will have to wear either astros or trainers. Shin pads will still be required.

The children will be provided with a school football kit to wear. This should be washed and returned to Mr Keenan as soon as possible after the event.  Children will need to bring with them snacks, drinks and a packed lunch for the day.  Please send everything into school in a small rucksack.  If your child is eligible for Free School Meals and you require us to provide your child’s lunch, please contact Mrs Bell at the office.  The kitchen requires at least one week’s notice of packed lunches.
If your child requires an inhaler/auto-adrenaline injector and these are in school, we will automatically take them with us to the event. If your child requires any other medication, please let us know by completing the online form, providing all the necessary information. 

If your child requires a booster seat, please send the booster seat into the school on the morning of the tournament clearly labelled with your child’s name.  All children under the age of 12 years and under 135cm tall require a booster seat under EU regulations. The school only has a small number of booster seats available so please do not rely on us have spares for your child.  It is the driver’s responsibility to ensure that children are using booster seats if required and we would not like a child to miss an event because a booster seat is not available.
