PARENT TRUSTEE ELECTION
Have you ever wondered what a Trustee (formerly Governor) of the school does? 

We are looking for a Parent/Carer Trustee to join the Trustee Board of Malcolm Sargent Primary School. As a parent/carer of a child in the school, you can stand for election and can vote in that election.  We would like to invite you to consider this role, particularly if you have business management or finance skills, although all applicants will of course be welcomed.  
If you are not sure what the role really involves, please let me or someone in the school office know and we will ask Ken Swanson, the Chair of Trustees to contact you.  In addition, Mr Revell is available most days, before and after school, on the playground for an informal chat.  
We understand the importance of community representation on our Trustee Board and our ambition is to promote an inclusive environment, which attracts all applicants and signals our commitment to celebrate and promote diversity. We will make any necessary adjustments to the role if you have a disability. 
Please read on to find out more about the commitments and responsibilities of a Trustee:

What does a Trustee do?

Trustees work in partnership with the Principal to manage the school.  Their duties are wide-ranging and include agreeing the school improvement plan, deciding how the school budget will be set, setting aims for the curriculum, recruiting teachers and staff, agreeing school policies and providing information for parents/carers. 
What would I need to commit to?

Trustees are expected to attend full Trustee meetings (five per year) and sit on at least one sub-committee (Curriculum, four meetings per year; Staffing, three meetings per year; or Finance & Audit, five meetings per  year) as well as participating in school visits to support and challenge the school. These meetings may be held during school time but are normally after school hours and can be accessed via MS Teams if necessary.  

Trustees wish to encourage applications from parents/carers who are enthusiastic, will demonstrate commitment to the school and are willing to work as part of a team to help make Malcolm Sargent an ‘outstanding school’.  A keen interest in and a willingness to get involved in the school and school events are essential.

The school uses Peterborough Governor Services, which is committed to providing Trustees with a comprehensive training programme and full support.  Additionally, there is enormous experience already on the Trustee Board and your fellow Trustees would be on hand to offer help, support and expertise.

Digital signatures will of course be acceptable, as will direct nominations via email if this is easier for candidates.  Alternatively, paper copies of this letter and form are available at the school office, where completed forms can also be left for the Clerk. 

Please return the form by no later than midday on 6 February. You will be notified if you have been successful by midday on 7 February, at the latest.
If there is only one candidate, the Trustee Board will appoint them; however, if there is more than one, the Clerk will contact you to discuss the next steps.  This will most likely be on 7 February.
