Dear Parents/Guardians of Y3-6 Children

GRANTHAM SWIMMING GALA – FRIDAY 7 MARCH 2025
Your child has been selected to take part in a swimming gala in Grantham, this Friday 7 March, due to their recent success in the two sets of trials held recently. 

The event is at Grantham Meres Leisure Centre and the children will be transported by bus to the event. The event will begin at 0900 and run through until 1200.  We will need to leave promptly at 0745 to allow us time to travel and change ready for the start time, so please arrange for your child to meet in the Studio coming in through the front entrance office at 0730. We will be back in school for around 1245 in time for lunch (Y3 & Y5 will join the later lunch slot) so either bring a packed lunch or choose a hot dinner option as usual. 
Spectators will be welcome to support at the event and LeisureSK will be charging £1.00 to enter. The gala starts at 0900.
Children should arrive at school in their full PE kit including sweatshirt and t-shirt (as they will wear the t-shirt poolside between races if they wish).  They should also be wearing trunks (fitted please, not surf style) or a one-piece swimming costume (not bikinis) under their clothes so they are ready to go as soon as we arrive (changing room space will be limited and extremely busy).  In a bag, the children should please bring with them two towels (one to sit on poolside and one to use to dry themselves), goggles, and a swimming hat in a bag/rucksack and a book if they wish.  Long hair must be tied back when swimming or swimming hat worn.  No children should use any hair products such as gel, wax or hair spray.  Children should remove their earrings before school on swimming days (unless is it less than eight weeks since they were pierced).

We strongly recommend the children should take a drink of water with them to the pool, in a named water bottle, and we would advise that they have a snack with them to eat before or after the event (not allowed in the pool area). 

If your child has an auto-adrenaline injector or an asthma inhaler in school with us, we will take those automatically.  If your child requires any other medication, please bring it and give to an adult on the morning of 7 March.  If your child suffers from travel sickness, please ensure that they have received the correct dose of their medication before coming into school.
This event is fully funded by the school and no payment is required.
