COMPETITION FOR ALL CHILDREN: MINI EASTER GARDEN
As Easter draws near, I thought it would be fun to run an optional competition for the children to make a small ‘Easter’ themed garden at home and then bring this into school.

Gardens will need to be collected at the end of the day on 4 April and taken home for the holidays.
