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Holi Colour Run – Important Information
We’re thrilled to host our first-ever Holi Colour Run – a fun-filled, vibrant event celebrating colour, spring, love and new life! 

Here’s everything you need to know to make the most of the day:

Entry & Arrival
· All school gates will be open from 12:45 PM for entry.
· We are expecting a large turnout, so please walk to the school where possible to avoid parking congestion. Also, keep in mind that your car seats may get covered in colour on the way home! For those driving, please be mindful of parking in residential areas!  
· Children must be accompanied by an adult who will be responsible for their supervision throughout the event. 

What to Wear
· Each runner will be provided with a white T-shirt on Thursday 20th March - perfect for getting splashed with colour!
· All runners must wear eye protection e.g., sunglasses, prescription glasses, goggles.
· Wear comfortable running shoes.
· Both spectators and runners - be prepared to be showered with colour! Choose clothing and accessories that you don’t mind getting messy (and possibly stained!).

Running Order & Schedule
We have around 430 runners participating, so we’ll run two heats. You’re encouraged to follow the recommended timing below, but if families want to run together, you can choose the most convenient slot. Please note these are approximate timings! 

12:45 PM – Gates open

1:00 PM – Welcome, safety briefing & the story of Holi

1:15 PM – The Big Colour Throw!  (Please wait until this time to open your colour sachets!)

1:30 PM – Bollywood style warm-up for EYFS & KS1

1:45 PM – EYFS & KS1 Colour Run

2:15 PM – Bollywood style warm-up for KS2

2:30 PM – KS2 Colour Run

3:00 PM – Event ends

Safety & Event Rules
To ensure this event is safe and fun for everyone, please follow all instructions given on the day by volunteers and staff.

· This is NOT a race—go at your own pace! Walk, jog, or stroll and enjoy the fun! 
· Do not throw colour powder directly at anyone’s face.
· Only use the provided colour powder – more will be available to purchase on the day! 
· Be mindful of children and runners around you while moving through the course.
· Smoking or vaping is not permitted on school premises. 
· No alcohol is to be brought or consumed at the event 
· Dogs are not permitted on the school grounds.

Preserving Your Colourful T-Shirt
Want to keep your T-shirt as a lasting memory of the event? Follow these steps to set the colours:

· Do not shake off excess colour powder—the more powder, the better the result!
· Carefully remove your T-shirt without disturbing the colour.
· Place the T-shirt in a bag until you can work on it.
· Lay it flat and spray generously with white vinegar (note: colours may bleed slightly as the fabric becomes damp).
· Let the T-shirt dry flat.
· Iron the shirt to help set the colour.
· For extra permanence, tumble dry on high heat for 10 minutes.
