We have at least one case of impetigo in Y4.  
Impetigo is not serious and will usually heal on its own, but it is extremely contagious and can pass easily from person to person, especially amongst children and siblings.  We are therefore sharing this advice across the whole parent body, even though currently we think the infection is only in Y4.

The UK Health Security Agency recommends that children with impetigo do not come into school until all lesions have crusted over or until 48 hours after antibiotic treatment has commenced.  If we suspect that your child may have impetigo, we will call you to collect your child for diagnosis by a GP or pharmacist.
