SPORTS DAYS 2025
We are delighted to be able to invite you, once again, to our sports days.  As last year, we will be holding class sports days to maximise participation and engagement for all children. 

The children will parade onto the field, with our Olympic torch being carried by a child selected by their class teacher.  Children will then compete in a series of events such as 100m race, long distance race, throwing and an obstacle race.
These are competitive sports days facilitated through a caring and supportive atmosphere.  We think it is important for children to enjoy physical activity and to learn about being part of a competition, supporting each other and celebrating individual and personal achievements. There is a similar ethos in our non-sporting competitions such as our talent competition, spelling bee event, art exhibition, choir competitions etc. We will therefore have heats for each event followed by a final competition.  
Your child will need to come to school on their sports days dressed in their PE kit, with a water bottle.  Please also send in sun cream and a sun hat or joggers and a coat, depending on the vagaries of the British weather on that day!
To minimise disruption, you will only be able to enter or exit the sports days via the gates at the end of the field on Dundee Drive.  This gate will be manned by a staff member from 15 minutes before the event’s start time until the start of the event. At that point, it will be locked for security.  Latecomers will need to come to the school office to be chaperoned to the field.

As only one class is competing at a time, we hope that there will be room for the few parents attending by car to park locally.  If you can walk to Dundee Drive, instead of driving, that would very much help and would, I am sure, be appreciated by the residents of Dundee Drive.  If you do park next to the field, please ensure you respect our neighbours’ property and park safely, legally and considerately, avoiding blocking pavements and driveways.  Alternatively, there may be room in our visitor car park, at the Danish Invader or at Empingham Road Playing Fields (both of which allow our parents to park in their car parks) but from there you would need to walk down Dickens Drive, onto Dundee Drive and enter the field from the gates there.  There will be no access to sports days from the front of school via the office.
Regarding photography and videos, you are more than welcome to capture images of your child.  If you wish to capture or post any images on social media, which include children other than your own, please be sure to obtain the express consent of their parents/guardians.
If you have any questions, please see your child’s class teacher but in the meantime, we are very much looking forward to seeing you at our sports days.
