TRIP TO GRIMSTHORPE CASTLE – TUESDAY 8 JULY 2025

To link to our current DT topic on ‘Castle Construction’, we have organised an exciting trip to Grimsthorpe Castle to tour a real castle and its grounds. The children will also spend time in the castle grounds, speak to the woodland team and explore the adventure playground. The trip will take place on Tuesday 8 July.  

We will be leaving school at 0930 to arrive at the Castle for 1000. Children will then return to school by 1500 for normal collection time.  We will be travelling by coach and so booster seats are not required.

Your child will need to bring a packed lunch into school with them, together with additional drinks and snacks for the day. Please remember that we are a healthy school and the pack up should not contain fizzy drinks, sweets or chocolate bars. If you have already ordered a hot lunch for 8 July, please remember to login to SchoolGrid to cancel it. If your child is entitled to a free school meal, please contact Mrs Bell at the school office so that she can make the appropriate arrangements.  Dolce requires one week’s notice to make a packed lunch so please ensure you arrange this with Mrs Bell by no later than 0900 on Monday 30 June 2025.  Please be aware that even if you order a packed lunch from Dolce, you will still need to provide drinks and snacks for the day.

Children will need to wear full school uniform and have with them a light coat in case of rain. Please also provide sun hats with brims, and suncream for the children to apply, if it is sunny. The children should have a small backpack into which they should place their packed lunch, drinks and snacks.  

If your child has an auto-adrenaline injector or an asthma inhaler in school, we will take these with us automatically.  If your child requires any other medication, including travel sickness tablets, please speak to your child’s class teacher.
We are very grateful to the school’s PTFA which has made a substantial donation to us to reduce the cost of this trip.  However, to make the trip viable, we still need to request a voluntary contribution from parents to cover the remaining cost of the entrance fee and activities of £4.80 per child.  We have set-up a payment form on Parentmail so that you can make your payment direct to school and which will also give your permission for your child to attend the trip. To access the payment, please open Parentmail, and navigate from the menu (top left corner, three horizontal lines) to Payments, then to Shop at the foot of the screen.  Please ensure that the permission and payment is made by no later than 0900 on Monday 23 June 2025 to allow time for cancellation. 
A separate message will also go onto your class SeeSaw to ask for some assistance from parent helpers for this trip. 
This will be a super trip and one that your child will thoroughly enjoy; we are all looking forward to it.
