STARTING SCHOOL IN SEPTEMBER - SCHOOL PLACE FOR YOUR CHILD IN EARLY YEARS FOUNDATION STAGE (EYFS) IN SEPTEMBER
Congratulations! Lincolnshire County Council has notified us that your child has been offered a place at our school for September 2025.  Your child will be joining a hugely supportive school community, being ambitious, enthusiastic, and caring in equal measure.

A series of early transition sessions to be held by your child’s new class teacher, in their classroom.  This will help support your child in their transition to our school and allow them to meet and make friends with their new classmates.  Parents will need to stay in class with their children.

	Drop-In Sessions

	All children will have one drop-in session which will be either AM or PM on Thursday 4 September or Friday 5 September.  

You will be notified of the timings of your drop-in session at the same time as we write with your class teacher information. 

Parents will not need to stay in class with their children. 

Access will be via the gate at the side of the playground next to the Acorn entrance which will open and manned.



	Full Time Start
PTFA ‘Tea & Tissues!’

	All children will start full time on Monday 8 September doors open at 0830, registers taken at 0840. Drop off and collection from classroom at 1510.

Tea & Tissues with our PTFA in the Studio from 0830. Join our PTFA (Parents, Teachers, & Friends Association) and other parents from 0830 for a cup of tea in our studio giving you an opportunity to meet other families and members of the PTFA school community on the first morning your child starts school, to commiserate or celebrate (hence the tissues!).  



As the summer terms progress, we will be sharing more information with you via your personal email addresses, until your Parentmail account has been set up which is likely to be over the summer holidays.  You will receive a verification notice from Parentmail once your account has been activated.  Please verify your email address on receipt. 
The following forms are for you to complete and return to us at the school office, by return please, to allow us to start processing your child’s information.  Hard copies are available on request from the school office:

On first entry to any primary school, all parents must provide evidence of their child’s date of birth and nationality, so that we can check your child is in the correct year group and their right to a free education in the UK.  Please bring your child’s passport or birth certificate to the school office at the same time as you are returning the above forms.  We will need to see the original document but will not need to retain it or make a copy.  Your child will not be able to join us if we have not received your paperwork in good time. Our school office is open between 0830 and 1600 each weekday during term time but we are closed for the Easter break until 0830 on 23 April 2025.

Please note that although we begin to process your admission paperwork on its receipt, it takes us some time and usually we do not complete all our actions until the summer holidays.  You may not, therefore, receive any registration emails or information until the first few weeks of the summer school holidays.

Lincolnshire County Council has also asked us to pass on the information below regarding home to school transport:

If your child is starting primary school or transferring to secondary school in September 2025, they may be eligible for school transport.  If you think your child is eligible, please apply for transport as soon as you have your offer of a school place. Early transport applications are encouraged to ensure that transport is in place in time for the start of the September term.   Applications can be made online at the website below.  Please do not apply until you have a formal offer of a school place.
