If your child requires an inhaler/auto-adrenaline injector and these are in school, we will automatically take them with us to the event. If your child requires any other medication, please complete the Parentmail Form accordingly, providing all the necessary information. 
If your child requires a booster seat, please send the booster seat into the school on the morning of the tournament clearly labelled with your child’s name.  All children under the age of 12 years and under 135cm tall require a booster seat under EU regulations.  It is the driver’s responsibility to check that children who require them are using a booster seat.
