Dear Parents of Y2 Children

TRIP TO BURGHLEY SCULPTURE PARK

Year 2 will be visiting Burghley Sculpture Garden, Burghley House and taking part in a Minibeasts Workshop on Wednesday 9 July.  
The coach will leave Malcolm Sargent School at 0930 and leave Burghley at 1410.  Please drop your child off as normal in the morning and pick up from the classroom at 1510 as normal. 

All activities are based outside and so children will need to wear their PE kit with trainers for the day. They should also have a raincoat and/or sun hat and sun cream depending on the weather.  All the children should have a small backpack with them into which they should place their coat, sun hat/sun cream, packed lunch, drinks and snacks. If your child is eligible for Free School meals and you wish the school to provide a packed lunch, please contact Mrs Bell at the office.  The school kitchen needs one week’s notice of FSM lunch orders and you will need to sign an order form from Mrs Bell, for the kitchen, according to your requirements.  Regardless of whether your child is eligible for FSMs, you will need to provide drinks and snacks too, to last the day.


If your child requires travel sickness tablets, please put the return trip tablets in a named envelope, and give it to your class teacher. If your child has an auto adrenaline injector or asthma inhaler in school, we will take it with us automatically.  If your child has any other medication needs during the day, please speak to your child’s class teacher as early as possible.

The children will be travelling to and from Burghley by bus and so booster seats are not required.  All coaches hired by the school have fitted seat belts.

This trip is classed as a local trip, for which you gave permission when your child joined us.  This letter is therefore for information only and there is no requirement for you to complete a permission form.  If, however, you do not wish your child to attend, please advise your class teacher as soon as possible. 
This exciting visit is fully funded for us by the Stamford’s Young People’s Charity so I would also like to take this opportunity to give them a huge thank you for making this possible and for supporting our children!  No payment will therefore be required from parents.

To ensure child to adult ratios are met, we do require parent helper support for this trip. If you think you may be able to help with your child’s class, please inform your child’s class teacher.
