Dear Parents of Y5/6 Children

INVITATION TO JOIN Y5/6 CHOIR – ACADEMIC YEAR 2025-2026 – SIGN UP INFORMATION

I am delighted to inform you that the Year 5/6 Choir will be starting again on Wednesday 1 October and then running every Wednesday across the academic year (other than on 12 November 2025 when the rehearsal is cancelled for the school’s Open Evening.

Any child currently in Y5 and Y6 is invited to join, regardless of whether they have been in the choir before. Mrs Mills is looking for children who are enthusiastic, enjoy singing and are committed to weekly rehearsals to be part of our wonderful choir. Mr Jepson, Mrs Seager and Mrs Mills will take the rehearsals on Wednesday every week after school.  

We have 50 places for our choir this year, and priority will be given to those children who were in the Y5/6 choir last year.  If we are over-subscribed, the remaining places will be allocated to current Y6 children, and then to current Y5 children, to give the older children first opportunity. You will be notified if your child has been accepted into the choir or if he/she has been unsuccessful this time.

I would like to take this opportunity to share some information about the choir and expectations.

About the Choir
The choir at Malcolm Sargent has a very good reputation within the Stamford community. Therefore, I ask that the children who join the choir are committed to weekly rehearsals because they really enjoy singing different kinds of songs and want to be an important part of making the choir successful. 

The children will sing a range of songs developing the children’s knowledge of music and vocal techniques with songs which are vocally age-appropriate and are from different musical genres.

No fee is required for the choir but, if the children sing out of school, we may need to make a charge for transport costs.

Rehearsal Times & Commitment 
The choir will run one rehearsal each week on Wednesdays between 1515 and 1600. At the end of the school day, children should meet Mrs Seager in the Y5/6 cloakroom to register them, following which they will come to the studio for the rehearsals. Collection will be from the front office at 1600.  Occasionally we extend the length of the rehearsals, but we will always notify you of this in advance. 



It is vital that children attend rehearsals regularly as we have a lot of preparation work and practising to complete in a short time.  Occasionally we may request the children to attend additional rehearsals, but we would always give you prior notice. 

We have more children than ever attending clubs with large waiting lists for many of these after school provisions. Mrs Mills, Mr Jepson and Mrs Seager will be looking for children to attend regularly, be eager to engage, follow instructions and work hard in rehearsals to maintain their space.  

Uniform
Please be aware that when the choir is performing, Y6 children must be in correct uniform and cannot wear hoodies when they are representing the school.

If your child would like to join the choir, please complete the online Parentmail form by 1000 on Wednesday 24 September. If your child was in the Y5/6 choir last year, please still complete the form so that we know they wish to continue this year.
