YEAR 5/6 NETBALL MATCH – HOME VS ST GILBERT’S – ON 25 SEPTEMBER
Next week, there is a netball league match against St Gilbert’s Primary School, at home.  The following children have been selected to represent Malcolm Sargent Primary School in this match:

Each week, children playing in matches will be rotated to allow multiple players to represent the school.  However, with the number of children in the club, unfortunately not everyone will have this opportunity.  
All other children will attend training as usual, which will be held on the top playground in the new Multi-Use Games Area (MUGA) and will be able to support the team as they play. Those training should meet as usual in the Y5/6 cloakroom at 1510.  After training ends at 1600, this group of children will be taken to the Nairn Road gate by staff members for collection there. Please see the map below to help you identify the Nairn Road gate (gate 7).
Those playing in the match should also meet at the Y5/6 cloakroom at 1510 and will have a short practise and team briefing before the match commences at approximately 1530.  The match will end at approximately 1615, and collection will again be from the Nairn Road gate.  Please see the map below to help you identify the Nairn Road gate (gate 7).

Parents of the children playing in the match are welcome to come and support their child.  Please try to arrive whilst the gates are open; if you arrive after 1525 when the gates are locked, you will need to access the match via the school office. Parents and friends may be invited to inter-school events on the understanding that this invitation is to observe; individual schools will not enter discussion regarding the organisation or outcomes of events with spectators. Competition officials reserve the right to ask a person to leave should they not conduct themselves appropriately or fail to treat competition officials with due respect.

The children will be required to wear their school PE kit (joggers and sweatshirt if cooler weather is acceptable) even if it is not their normal PE day.  They should also have with them a coat/waterproof, if required and a drink.

If your child has an auto-injector, this should be with your child in their belt bag but a staff member supervising the match will hold these during the match. If your child needs an inhaler, these will remain in the classrooms in the emergency bags and can very quickly and easily be accessed if required.
