Dear Parents of Y4 Children
MULTIPLICATION TABLES CHECK (MTC) – MONDAY 8 JUNE 2026
The Y4 National Curriculum requires children to be fluent in all times table multiplication facts up to 12 x 12, by the end of Y4. Having quick recall of these facts is essential for the children’s next stages of arithmetic and problem-solving in maths. 

The Government will be testing children on their knowledge of these facts using the Multiplication Tables Check (MTC). This test, like the Y6 SATs, is statutory.  Attached is an information leaflet for parents about this test issued by the Government. The MTC is an on-screen assessment designed to determine whether pupils can fluently recall their multiplication tables up to 12, through a set of 25 timed questions. The children will have 6 seconds to answer each question. The MTC tests more questions on the 7-, 8-, 9- and 12-times tables. 

We want our children to do their very best, and answer as many questions as they can. The more questions a child answers correctly, the better! The goal is to answer all 25 questions correctly although there is no official pass mark.

We carry out plenty of practise sessions of times tables at school and set the children the task of spending 20 minutes on Times Tables Rock Stars (TTRS) each week at home for their homework. For the most effective learning, we recommend that this is done in four 5-minute chunks spread across the week rather than in one 20-minute session. The children can, of course, keep practising their times tables in any way that they can at home, including more practise in TTRS than has been set.  We ask that you support them in finding a regular time to spend some focused time on doing this.

Our Y4 children will be completing this check in their classrooms on Monday 8 June 2026. If, for any reason they are absent on this day, we have until Friday 12 June to complete this at school.
We will share your child’s MTC check results with you as soon as they are published, which is around the same time as our end of year reports.
