Dear Parents of KS2 Children
KS2 FOOTBALL TOURNAMENT – 16 OCTOBER 2025
Following school training sessions and participation in previous team football events, your child has been selected to represent Malcolm Sargent Primary School in the Stamford/Grantham Schools’ Mixed Football Tournament.
The tournament will take place at The King’s School Playing Field, Grantham on Thursday 16 October from 1145 to 1530.   Staff will transport the children from school and then back again for collection by you unless you advise that you collect from the tournament.  We will leave school at 1045 and anticipate arriving back in school at around 1615.  Children will eat lunch away from school. 

You are more than welcome to come to the event and watch your child participate but you should be aware that there are no toilet facilities on site for spectators.  All parking for spectators is at The Range Car Park, across the road from the playing field.

We now have a new football strip which has been sponsored by MB Electrical Stamford Ltd.  We will issue each player a kit in a bag comprising top, shorts and socks.  Each kit is numbered and will be signed out to your child.  The kit must be washed and returned to me direct by no later than 1000 on Monday 20 October. Please ask you child to make sure they hand the kit to me, and do not leave it with class teachers or on my desk to ensure I can sign it off as returned.  On Monday mornings between 0830 and 0850, I am always on the field supervising the cross country running club so can be found there. Unfortunately, if any kit is not returned, we may have to consider charging you for the cost of replacement items to ensure that we can maintain a full strip for matches.  The children should also have with them a coat/waterproof and a sweatshirt/joggers, if required.  They will also need to bring their own shin pads. We will be playing on grass, so football boots with non-metal studs are required.
On 16 October, before we leave for the tournament, we will be taking a photo of the team in the new kit with Mr Bird from MB Electrical, Mr Revell, myself and Mr Kavaangh. Please give permission for this photo to be taken.  We will be publishing it in the newsletter, on our Facebook page and on the school website. Mr Bird will want to publish it on his social media and printed advertising channels also.  Please give permission, or otherwise, for this.

The children will require a packed lunch. If your child is eligible for Free School Meals, please contact Mrs Bell at the office by 0900 on 9 October as the kitchen requires one full week’s notice of packed lunch orders. Your child should also bring extra drinks and snacks.  Please send everything into school in a small rucksack.
If your child requires a booster seat, please bring one into school on the day of the tournament clearly labelled. Children under the age of 12 years and under 135cm tall are required by law to use a booster seat.  The drivers are responsible for ensuring this and will not be able to transfer your child to/from Grantham without a booster seat if required.
If your child carries an auto-adrenaline injector or asthma inhaler, they should take this with them on the day. Bags containing these emergency medications will be held by Mr Kavanagh during the match. If your child requires any other medication, please let me know.
We will need help with transporting the children to Grantham. If any of the team members’ parents can assist in this, we would be grateful.  You would need to agree between yourselves that you can transport another parent’s child.  Please liaise with me if you can help and you have that permission. Even if you can transport just your own child, that would be very helpful.
