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House Art & Rotary Young Artist Competition 2025-2026   

This year, the theme for artwork is ‘Happiness In Nature’. 

The ‘Happiness in Nature’ theme can be interpreted as broadly as the Young Artist wishes and does not need to conform to a dictionary definition. Young people are encouraged to use their creativity to show what this theme means to them. 
The task is to create one finished two-dimensional unframed, piece of artwork based upon the theme, ‘Happiness in Nature’. Artwork may be created in any medium or mediums for example pen and ink, paint, collage, printmaking or digital formats.
The closing date for our House Competition is Friday 28 November. 
Artwork will be judged by the House Council and selected teachers, with a 1st, 2nd and 3rd place being awarded in each year group or phase (depending on the number of entries). The artwork will then be submitted to the Rotary Club Young Artist competition, run by the Stamford Rotary Club which announces its winners much later in the academic year. 
Please make sure each entry has a full name and class clearly labelled on the reverse or attached. 
Please also attach a brief sentence to explain how the artwork links to the ‘Happiness In Nature’ theme.


House Photography and Rotary Young Photographer Competition 
This year, the theme for photography is ‘Happiness In Nature’. 
The ‘Happiness in Nature’ theme can be interpreted as broadly as the Young Photographer wishes and does not need to conform to a dictionary definition. Young people are encouraged to use their creativity to show what this theme means to them. 
The task is to produce one photograph based upon the theme, ‘Happiness in Nature’. 
Mobile devices or cameras may be used. The photos must not exceed 15Mb, and be at least 1500 pixel in size on the longest length. 
Entries are to be emailed to enquires@malcolmsargent.lincs.sch.uk by Friday 16th January. 
Photos which contain images of people must be accompanied by a signed letter of consent for their use from the adult, or the parent/carer, should the person be under the age of 18. 
Photography will be judged by the House Council and selected teachers, with a 1st, 2nd and 3rd place being awarded in each year group or phase (depending on the number of entries). The photography will then be submitted to the Rotary Club Young Photographer competition, run by the Stamford Rotary Club which announces its winners much later in the academic year. 
Please make sure each entry has a full name and class emailed with the entry. 
Please also attach a brief sentence to explain how the photograph links to the ‘Happiness In Nature’ theme.


House Writing and Rotary Young Writer Competition 
This year, the theme for writing is ‘Happiness In Nature’. 

The ‘Happiness in Nature’ theme can be interpreted as broadly as the Young Writer wishes and does not need to conform to a dictionary definition. Young people are encouraged to use their creativity to show what this theme means to them. 
The task is to produce a handwritten or typed story in prose or poem entitled ‘Happiness in Nature’. 
The written entry could be fiction or nonfiction, as long as the piece relates to the theme and all entries must be legible. 
· Prose writing entries should be up to a maximum 550 words 

· Poetry entries should be up to a maximum of 40 lines 

· No pictures and/or drawings are to be part of the entry. 

The closing date for our House Competition is Friday 28th November. 
Writing will be judged by the House Council and selected teachers, with a 1st, 2nd and 3rd place being awarded in each year group or phase (depending on the number of entries). The writing will then be submitted to the Rotary Club Young Writer competition, run by the Stamford Rotary Club which announces its winners much later in the academic year. 
Please make sure each entry has a full name and class attached with the entry. 
Please also attach a brief sentence to explain how the writing links to the ‘Happiness In Nature’ theme.
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
