Thank you for sharing your feedback! We greatly value your time and input, and we are always eager to listen and improve based on your thoughts and suggestions.

We would like to let you know that some of the ideas you suggested are already included in our Holiday Club program, and we are excited to share what we currently offer.

Each day, children take part in a variety of activities, including a craft activity, a physical activity, a nutrition-focused activity, and an extra activity. Our room is also set up for free play, providing a quiet area with large cushions for children to relax. Additional options include board games, construction activities such as Lego or magnetic shapes, a home corner with a play kitchen, and a writing table with colouring sheets, word searches, and plain paper.  There is also a multi-use pool table and indoor basketball. Outdoor play is also unstructured, allowing children to choose activities independently. Available options include go-karts, footballs, skipping ropes, basketball hoops, and pom-poms.

Each morning, the children are divided into groups and rotate through the activities across the day in a “carousel”.  This ensures that every child can participate in each activity and that no one misses out. We carefully consider the interests of all children, ensuring our approach provides access to a wide variety of activities throughout the day. This also encourages social interaction and helps foster friendships.

While we maintain a structured routine, the day remains relaxed and flexible, allowing us to adapt to the children’s mood and energy levels.
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Our Holiday Club’s daily schedule is as follows:
