CHILD PROTECTION, SAFEGUARDING & MENTAL WELLBEING

The staff at Malcolm Sargent Primary School take the safeguarding and wellbeing of children very seriously. 

We follow the mandatory Government guidance called ‘Keeping Children Safe In Education’ and work in partnership with the Lincolnshire Safeguarding Children Partnership. 

Our safeguarding officers in the school are Mr Cox (Lead), Mr Revell, Mrs Buck, Mrs Reid and Mrs Hargreaves, who meet daily to discuss a range of safeguarding matters and meet weekly for ‘supervision’ of their cases. 

They work closely with a range of families for a wide range of reasons, to support children’s wellbeing and safety. As a school, an average of three safeguarding concerns are reported and acted upon every week, covering all categories of abuse and a wide scope of other family safeguarding issues such as housing, finance, drug and alcohol addiction, custody and online safety concerns. 
Our largest concerns are around children’s inappropriate use of technology, children accessing age-inappropriate content on devices and issues around domestic abuse and neglect.
