RINGWORM
I regret to inform you that we have received notification that a child in Y4 is suffering from ringworm. 

Ringworm is not caused by any form of worm; it is a fungal disease.  It can be caught from another infected person or animal, infected objects, such as bedsheets, combs or towels, or infected soil, although this is less common.

The main symptom of ringworm is a rash. It may look red or darker than the surrounding skin, depending on your skin tone. The rash may be scaly, dry, swollen or itchy. Ringworm can appear anywhere on the body, including the scalp and groin.

If you think your child may have ringworm, please speak to a pharmacist who will be able to advise regarding diagnosis and/or treatment.  Your child can return to school once treatment has been started.
