Y5/6 SENIOR CHOIR - YOUNG VOICES – MONDAY 26 JANUARY 2026 – BP PULSE LIVE ARENA - BIRMINGHAM

I am excited to inform you that I have secured places for the Y5/6 Choir at the Young Voices Concert; the biggest primary school massed choir concert in the world and it really is something amazing! This year is the special 30th anniversary of Young Voices.

For those of you who have been before, you will know that this is no ordinary concert; this is a life-changing experience!  Our children will be singing with around 5000 other children at the BP Pulse Live Arena in Birmingham, one of the largest arenas in the UK where celebrities and pop artists perform regularly. Young Voices uses the best lighting, sound and production teams to make the concert as spectacular as any other
concert at the arena.  The massed choir will sing a variety of songs with guest artists.

If you wish your child to attend Young Voices, please follow the steps below: 

1. Complete the Permission Form
I require your permission for your child to attend this event if they would like to go. A permission form has been set up separately on Parentmail which you will need to complete and submit by 1000 on Thursday this week (23 October).  We need an accurate number of attendees now so that Young Voices can allocate our seats. 

2.  Sign up to the Young Voices Parent Centre

Create a new account with an email, password and choose Malcolm Sargent School on the drop-down menu. 

3. Access the Parent Centre
Once you have registered you will be given access to all the Young Voices resources. The music room has the videos and song tracks needed for your child to rehearse and have fun learning the songs and dance moves.




4. OPTIONAL - Purchase ADULT AUDIENCE tickets if required (your child DOES NOT need a ticket)
You can manage and purchase and pay for adult audience tickets directly from Young Voices. I will receive your ticket(s) request on my dashboard. The tickets will then be sent to you on the AXS ticket app a couple of weeks before the concert. Tickets are £24. The order deadline for tickets is 1000 on 3 November 2025.

5. OPTIONAL – Purchase a Young Voices T-Shirt for your child
A Young Voices T-Shirt, including a tiny torch, is optional but many children like to wear them for the concert. T-shirts are £15. If you don’t want to order a t-shirt, a plain white t-shirt from home is fine. Again, you order the t-shirt through the Parent Centre and pay for it there.  Once ordered, all the t-shirts will be sent to the school in January, and I will distribute them to your child.  The order deadline for t-shirts is 1000 on 3 November 2025.

What to Wear
If you have purchased a Young Voices t-shirt, your child will wear that. As an alternative, children may wear a plain white t-shirt or a Young Voices t-shirt from any previous year.  Children should wear dark, comfortable trousers such as leggings, jeans, jogging bottoms or skirts and comfortable shoes such as trainers as there will be a lot of standing, dancing and jumping. They should also bring a coat which will be stowed away under a chair.

Travel
This trip is classed as optional.  That means that it is not a required activity under the national curriculum.  If you wish your child to attend, you will need to cover the cost of the transport. The cost will be confirmed once permission slips have been received. In the past it has been around £25/£30 depending on the number of children attending.  If you to apply for a remission to help with the costs, please contact Mrs Town at the office, in confidence, who will do her very best to help you. I will send the travel payment request to you via Parentmail Payments, once the number of children going to Young Voices is confirmed.  Unfortunately, parents who have signed up their child to attend the trip but who have not paid for it one week before the trip will lose their place.

Security, Safety And Wellbeing
The security, safety and wellbeing of your children is our main priority. BP Pulse and the Young Voices organisers have security measures to ensure the safety of everyone.  There may be bag searches and extra security checks so please make sure you only have a small bag to make the entrance process quicker.  

Although it is an exciting day, it is also a very long and tiring day. It is very loud, busy and there are lots of lights. If you feel that your child would not enjoy the experience, there are other choir concerts which they can attend instead.  If your child is unwell on the day, they will not enjoy the experience so please do not force them to go.  In previous years we have had a few poorly children who would have been better off at home, resting.  

Medication
If your child has an auto-adrenaline injector or asthma inhaler in school, we will take these with us automatically.  If your child requires any other medication, including travel sickness pills, this will need to be sent into school with your child on the morning of the event, clearly labelled with child’s name, medication name, dosage amount and time, in a sealed envelope. 

Contact Information
As the trip returns late to the school at approximately 2230, please ensure that you have entered your current mobile number onto Parentmail as it is possible that we will need to send a text to you if we are delayed returning due to traffic issues.  

What To Expect On The Day And What To Bring
The children should come to school in their Young Voices clothing. The children will leave school during the morning around 1100 to arrive in Birmingham at 1330 for registration at the venue.  They will need to take with them a packed lunch AND a packed tea, drinks and healthy snacks (to last them the whole day and evening) in a rucksack which will be stowed under their seat.  If your child is eligible for free school meals, please contact Mrs Bell at the office so that she can arrange a packed lunch.  The kitchen requires one week’s clear notice of FSM lunches so you will need to contact Mrs Bell by no later than Friday 16 January 2026. You will still need to provide drinks, snacks and a packed tea as well.  

At 1415 the rehearsal will start.  Between 1700 and 1800 the children will have their packed tea.  The audience will start to come in at 1800, the concert starts at 1900 and finishes at 2045.  To ensure the safety of all the children in our care we will take them all back on the coach. Under no circumstances will we let you take your child from the Arena as it gets very complicated and increases the risk of children getting lost. The coach will return to school where you will be able to pick up your child at approximately 2230. 

If you have any further questions, please don’t hesitate to ask. However, it is best to contact Young Voices directly if you have any issues about the Parent Centre. 

This is an amazing event, which we have attended for the past number of years.  Your children will really enjoy the experience, and I do hope that they will be able to attend.
