COMPETITION FOR ALL CHILDREN: MINI EASTER GARDEN
With Easter on the horizon, I wanted you to know that I will again be running the annual optional competition for the children to make a small ‘Easter’ themed garden at home and then bring this into school. 
Children who would like to enter need to half fill a plastic seed tray/old sweet or biscuit tub with soil and then put in a layer of leaves, grass and/or small plants. Then using knowledge learnt in RE this term, about the Christian Easter story, they need to decorate the surface creatively. 
If you are happy for your child to take part, they need to make their garden and bring it to school on the last day of term (Thursday 2 April). Gardens should be no bigger than 30 x 30 centimetres and should have your child’s name and class on a label, attached securely. Trays should be left outside my Y1 classroom, under the canopy, next to the label for their year group. Every child entering the competition will receive a certificate. Gardens will need to be collected at the end of the day on 2 April and taken home for the holidays. 
Winners will be presented with their prize (an Easter egg) on the last day of term and photos of the gardens will be put on the school’s Facebook page.  We will check permissions before sharing images of your child and/or their name.
I very much hope your children enjoy the chance to enter this competition.
