Dear Parents of Children in Y5P
SWIMMING LESSONS
Further to Mr Cox’s letter of 2 September regarding swimming lessons in Y5, the children in Miss Page’s class will be starting their swimming lessons on 25 March.
We anticipate that our class lessons will last until mid-June (being ten sessions) but some children will finish earlier depending on their swimming ability and water confidence.  We will let you know when your child has achieved the national curriculum standard of swimming 25m unaided. 

Our class will swim every Wednesday afternoon from 25 March at the Stamford School swimming pool on Conduit Road.  The children will leave school after lunch at 1300.  All children will travel by bus to the pool, accompanied by members of the school staff.  They will be joined at the pool by qualified swimming instructors and/or lifeguards.  Children will return to school for the end of the school day at 1510.

On your child’s swimming days, your child should come to school wearing their swimming kit, underneath their PE kit, to reduce the amount of time spent in the changing rooms at the pool.  Please also provide a swimming kit comprising:

· A swimming towel.

· Trunks (fitted, not surf style) or one-piece swimming costume (not bikinis).

· Goggles.

· A swimming hat if required (children are required to wear swimming hats if they have long hair, to prevent hair in their eyes when they swim, whether they are girls or boys).

Children should not use any hair products such as gel, wax or hair spray.  Children should remove their earrings before school on swimming days (unless it is less than eight weeks since they were pierced).

The provision we are providing comes at considerable cost to the school.  The cost of the pool hire, and the swimming tuition, is funded by the school.  However, we would very much appreciate your support in helping us to make these sessions possible through a voluntary contribution towards the cost of the transport of £3 per child per session. Across the ten sessions, this would be £30. If you can contribute towards the transport costs, please do so by making a one-off contribution each half term. Payment can be made via transfer to the school’s bank account, details below:

Payment of the block sum of £30 is our preferred option but if you would like to pay £3 per session by cash or cheque, please drop this in at the school office or hand to the class teacher.
