SWEET TREATS IN SCHOOL - ALLERGENS IN SCHOOL – NUT PROHIBITION
A reminder of our guidance on sweet treats and other food in school:

· Although we cannot guarantee to be a nut-free school, we will endeavour to be so and would therefore request all parents to assist us proactively by not sending any nuts or nut products into school.  This will include items such as peanut butter, almond or other nut butters, Nutella or other chocolate hazelnut spreads, nut bars etc.  if in doubt, please check the packaging. 
· Food-related birthday treats can no longer be sent into school for handing out to the children. Any which arrive in class will unfortunately be handed back, unopened, to the parent on collection.  We are happy to hand out non-food-related gifts for the children such as a pencil or sticker.
· Sometimes birthday cards are received into school with a chocolate coin stuck into the card. Please refrain from this practice as many of our children cannot have any form of chocolate products.

· Home-baked items can no longer be sent into school for sharing with staff and/or children.  Any sent in will unfortunately have to be refused at the door.

· Children who have milk in school now sit at tables to drink their milk.  Children who have other forms of milk ie soya milk, must bring that into school in individually sealed cartons, for consuming at tables.  Those tables will be wiped with disposable cloths and disinfectant by the staff at the end of the break time.

· We will no longer be able to sell home-baked items as part of any fund-raising initiatives. We will carefully check all items sold on the playground such as ice lollies and doughnuts etc.
· Please check all items sent into school such as sun creams etc as often these unknowingly contain nuts or nut products.

Thank you for your support with these requirements; we have many children in school who have severe nut and food allergies and who require auto-adrenaline injectors to be readily available. We cannot afford to have any incidents when a child’s life could be compromised by failing to follow our guidelines.
