MUSIC CONCERT OF AMERICAN MUSIC – BIRMINGHAM SYMPHONY HALL ON SUNDAY 7 JUNE 2026 – FINAL DETAILS
I am delighted that your child will be joining me on our school trip to Birmingham Symphony Hall on 7 June, where we will be attending a concert with The City Of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra (CBSO) playing American film scores.

We have booked a bus to transport children to the concert leaving school at 1130 on 7 June.  Please bring your child to school at 1115 so that I have time to register the children and we can leave on time.  Please note that the school will not be open on Sunday morning so the children will not have access to toilets before we leave.
We aim to be back at school by about 1830, depending on traffic.  If we are running late, we will send parents a text by Parentmail so please ensure your push notifications are turned on and that we have your current mobile number registered on Parentmail. 
Your child will need a packed lunch including snacks and plenty of water to drink.  Please pack their food and drinks into a small rucksack and include an old carrier bag for waste.

The weather is forecast to be hot on Sunday but we are aiming to park close to the Symphony Hall.  In case this is not possible and we have to walk a short distance, please ensure that your child has a sun hat, with sun cream already applied before leaving home.  Children can wear home clothes but should have sensible shoes, suitable for walking.

If your child needs any medication during the day, please bring it to me in an envelope, or the bottle, clearly labelled with your child’s name, the medication name, the dosage and the time it should be taken.  If your child suffers from travel sickness, please ensure that they are given medication prior to the trip.  Please note that if your child has an AAI or inhaler, these should be brought from home as we will not be unlocking the school to access those kept in school.
We have just sent a payment request via Parentmail Payments for your £5 contribution. Tickets for this concert are heavily subsidised and the £5 requested still only represents a small proportion of the overall cost, which will incur a significant expense to the school.  Please be aware that if payment is not received by midday on 5 June, we will reluctantly have to cancel your child’s place on the trip.  We have a small hardship fund available to enable children form families on low income to attend, so please apply to Mrs Town at the office, in confidence, if you are unable to afford the £5 contribution.
Please be aware that this is a public event in a public venue and we are unable to control images or videos taken of your child which could be published online by any other person attending or officials from the venue.  However, we are still asking for your permission for images of your child for our own website and Facebook feed.

Please complete the online Parentmail Form with the permissions etc by midday on 5 June.

I am very much looking forward to accompanying your children on this trip which will be a memorable experience for everyone attending.
