HOT WEATHER PROTOCOL
The hot weather is forecast to return next week and so we wanted to give you advance warning of our Hot Weather Protocol which will be in place from Monday 6 July:
· Children can come into school wearing PE kit.  Sandals are fine, but not appropriate if children are doing PE and sports.

· We are swapping our cooked lunches for more appropriate cold lunches in this hot weather, such as salads and sandwiches etc. Jacket potatoes will continue to be available, as will fresh bread daily. This means that children with packed lunches, or those suitable, can eat in the shade outside on the field rather than being inside in the hall.  The menus have already been updated so please now login and select meals for the remainder of the year for your child.  This will also apply to all FS-Y2 children and FSM children for whom we usually order meals.  Children will be able to order their chosen meal at morning registration with the teachers, but this makes it difficult for the kitchen to estimate numbers so advance ordering is preferred please.
· We have two air-conditioned areas, being the IT Suite and the studio.  We will rotate classes and year groups through these spaces each day giving everyone time to rest and cool off. We also have plenty of large fans, which are distributed across all our rooms.
· At lunchtimes and breaktimes, children have regular “shade time” under the trees. The amount of time children have out in the sun is carefully monitored by the Play Leaders.  We will also continue with the very popular cold-water sprays for children, which they enjoy but which also cools them down.

· Within our school day, we amend our timetables so that any PE/sports, if they cannot be held indoors in the air-conditioned studio, will be re-scheduled for another day, or earlier in the morning if it is cool enough. Any outside games will be slowed down or adjusted to ensure plenty of rest breaks for each child, utilising shade whenever possible.  
· If parents arrive on site at 1500, we will let the children go home early, with the collecting adult.  For older children walking home, they must stay until 1510 to ensure that suitable arrangements are in place for them to arrive home at normal times.
· The office will open earlier each day, at 0730 and close earlier at 1530.  Phone lines will be open between 0830 and 1600 but may go to answerphone if there is no-one available to answer the calls.  All voicemails will be managed early the next working day.

Next week only, from 6-10 July inclusive, all active after-school clubs will be cancelled; 

· Tuesday football
· Wednesday cricket
· Thursday multi-skills and country dance
Monday and Friday morning cross country running clubs will continue, as will after school clubs such as choirs, play rehearsals, house council and chess/board games clubs as these can be accommodated in air-conditioned spaces.

To help us help your child, please note the following:
· At lunchtimes and breaktimes, children must have a sun hat with them which they will need to wear to be outside.  We have a limited number of hats we can lend children but insufficient for even a single year group.  Please therefore send a named hat into school every day with your child.

· Please ensure that you have applied sun cream to your child before leaving home.  Every child should also have with them a named tube of suitable sun cream to apply again before their play times and/or lunch break.  Again, we have small amounts of sun cream in school, but we simply do not have the time to call every parent to check permission to apply it.

· Please ensure that your child has a named bottle of water (not squash or juice or cordial) which can be re-filled in school. Some children have ice cubes in these which really help too! We will be encouraging children to regularly hydrate throughout the day.
Unless otherwise notified, our Hot Weather Protocol, as outlined in this letter will remain in force until we break up on 22 July.
